QUESTIONS

	 What concern did Jesus have for the people in the 
crowd?

	 How did the disciples react to Jesus' suggestion 
that they feed the crowd? They were puzzled about 
how they could get enough food to feed such a large 
crowd. 

	 What miracles did Jesus perform in today's Bible 
story? Jesus fed the crowd of over four thousand with 
seven small loaves of bread and a few fish. He also 
healed all sorts of people. 

	 Read Psalm 37:7. In what ways do you need to wait 
and be patient for God's miracles? 

	 Describe a time when Jesus gave you more than you 
even knew to ask for. 

	 How can you be sure Jesus still does miracles 
today?

	 Who is someone you know that might need a 
miracle?

	 What could you do to be a part of that miracle?
